That's when Brock learns that his dad knows how to fly and isn't afraid to play a

game of chicken with their assailants, who may be Russians or the "agency." There's plenty of



action here, only it's not quite adrenaline-inducing because, while there is menace, there is no bite.

The unidentified pursuers are just too inept and Brock's dad is just too lucky. The contrivances

become increasingly difficult to believe and are not relegated to the espionage. Readers are

expected to believe that the pitching prodigy is also a football prodigy, a quarterback no less. The

mentor is the high-school star quarterback son of his dad's love interest. The issue of classism in

the football-obsessed town they settle in would be interesting if the coaches were not cardboard

stereotypes.
