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Much blood has been spilled and is still being spilled over the question, Is there such a thing as a

true religion? To answer No, is to give up on religion. To answer Yes seems dangerous and naive.

Yet there is a way of understanding religion that avoids the danger and is both emotionally and

intellectually satisfying.
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Others have tried and failed to do what Jack Call succeeds in doing in this book, namely, to suggest

thought-provoking answers to the most important of life's questions, in a way accessible and

appealing to those who describe themselves as nonreligious, as well as to those who consider

themselves religious.
