Famous (and infamous) landmarks (e.g., Central

Park, the Globe Theatre, and Versailles) are featured in each, but unusual places (e.g., Drummer's

Grove, Spitalfields, and the Wall of Love) also make the cut, as do fun activities, such as playing

music on a New York subway art installation, eating Blumenthal's "meat fruit" (London), and walking

through a Parisian "living" horror show.
