Set in and
around "Il Vino," a restaurant that could stand in for many places that employ undocumented
workers, Labor and Legality reveals the faces behind the war being waged over "illegal aliens" in
America. Gomberg-MuAfA oz focuses on how undocumented workers develop a wide range of
social strategies to cultivate financial security, nurture emotional well-being, and promote their
dignity and self-esteem. She also reviews the political and historical circumstances of
undocumented migration, with an emphasis on post-1970 socioeconomic and political conditions in
the United States and Mexico.Labor and Legality is one of several volumes in the Issues of
Globalization: Case Studies in Contemporary Anthropology series, which examines the experiences
of individual communities in our contemporary world. Each volume offers a brief and engaging
exploration of a particular issue arising from globalization and its cultural, political, and economic
effects on certain peoples or groups.
